Located right inside Tunghai University, the Luce Memorial 
Chapel features four curved surfaces that are stacked into a 
structure similar to an upside-down barge. Designed by the 
Chinese-American architect I. M. Pei, who also designed the Luovre 
Pyramid, the Chapel is pillar-free. The light coming through a thin 
slit in the middle infuses the Chapel with serenity. The Chapel has 
long been a popular tourist attraction.

It is also the first public building in Taiwan 
designed by Pritzker-winning architects Kazuyo Sejima 
and Ryue Nishizawa. The structure consists of eight 
independent yet interconnected volumes. Wrapped in a 
silvery metal mesh façade that drapes like a translucent 
veil, the building softly diffuses light while blurring the 
boundary between indoors and outdoors, allowing 
daylight and greenery to flow naturally through the 
space. More than simply an art museum or a library, the 
Green Museumbrary is a cultural symphony -- an 
environment where art, knowledge, and daily life 
converge in harmony with the park.

Adjacent to the site, the Taichung International 
Convention and Exhibition Center features a sweeping, 
curved roofline reminiscent of a floating magic carpet. 
At dusk, the structure reflects the warm glow of the 
setting sun, adding rhythm and imagination to the city’s 
skyline.
